TANGOS - For Dancers, Guitarists & Singers

Students will learn how to marcar, rematar and /lamar depending on what /etra is being sung. To improvise Tangos, one
has to understand its musical structure. Cihtli will give the steps, and Ethan then explains where they go in the cante,
giving each student a chance to use their knowledge. Cihtli ‘s class includes aspects of basic flamenco technique
including footwork, marking, body placement and compds. Ethan places strong emphasis on compds (rhythm) and
soniquete (flamenco feeling). Ethan explains the differences between dancing tangos in fiesta and dancing tangos on
stage. He will answer questions such as: What do | do first once I'm dancing? How do | rematar the letra? When should |
do footwork? As a guitar player, where do | have to change dynamically in order to give the desired aire? The
workshop consists of two 1-%2 hour classes each day (total 6 hours). Best taken in full; may be taken as individual classes.
